Parent Assistance 
Nipper Sundays and Parental Help. 

Thanks to the new parents who have stepped up to become the Age Managers for the Under 6 Group, please 
give them plenty of support. Noosa Nippers is run by a fully volunteer group with some administrative support 
from the paid office staff of the club.  Without these volunteers the Nippers will not happen. Nippers is not a ñbaby 
sittingò service but an fun and educational programme that all of the family can get involved in.

What can you do to help?  

1/ water safety  

To comply with the requirements of SLSA and to ensure all our children are safe we require 1 qualified water 
safety person per 5 Nippers in the water. If we donôt have the water safety numbers the Nippers canôt enter the 
water. 

How can you become a water safety person? 

Well you need to complete the SRC course, be able to swim 200m in under 5 mins, and update that each 
year.  There is a course with vacancyôs open now, contact the office for details.  Many parents when they signed 
up indicated that they will either act as an official or water safety, we will be following up on those people in the 
coming weeks. 

2/ Beach set up crew 

Each week we need to set up the beach, get boards out, hand out water safety equipment, set up rescue boats, 
set up tents, clean and return all the equipment.  The more hands we have doing this the quicker it happens and 
the more fun the kids can have.  If you wish to help, be at the club house 1 hour before Nippers and contact our 
Gear Steward /Water Safety Coordinators Steve Sinclair and Mason Powell. 

3/ BBQ 

Each week we run a BBQ to help raise the funds we need to keep Nippers going.  Every week a different age will 
be rostered on to run the BBQ.  We require 4 to 5 people to prepare, cook and clean up the BBQ. The 2nd week 

of the Nippers it is the Under 14ôs parents turn. 

 

Donôt forget that we also have extra trainings throughout the week that also need parent help. 

Please remember that the only way nippers is going to work is if parents step up and help.  Please contact Trevor 
Lansdown 0414 549 146  or other members of the committee if you can fill any of these rolls above, or could help 
in another way.
