Welcome to the 2009/2010 Surf Sports season. There are many changes in the format of carnivals this season
so please read information carefully so you have a thorough understanding of each event.

Please note this info Pack relates only to carnivals administered by the Sunshine Coast Branch. Calendars for
other events are published on the SLSQ calendar.

This Info Pack contains as much up to date information as possible at time of print and relevant forms in
relation to organisation and preparation of Sunshine Coast Branch carnivals. The information contained
herein should be copied and distributed to all relevant officers for their reference. Section 1 contains
common documents and there are also Junior and Senior sections provided to make it easier for clubs to
distribute information. Programs other than the U8-10 carnivals and championships are not included at this
stage and will be released closer to the event. IRB Rosters will be issued after carnival closing date.

The management of successful events is a big task and requires involvement from various Club and Branch officers
and staff. Please be aware that it is imperative for organising efficient running of carnivals that all concerned
please submit any entries, forms etc. by the due dates. It is very difficult for the Carnival Referee to appoint
people to positions and calculate many aspects (including safety) when this information is not available to them in
time for good preparation. Your co-operation in submitting nominations forms etc in a timely manner will
certainly be appreciated.

Club Surf Sports Officers, Official Liaison Officers and Team Managers need to work together to collect members
names and check details etc. (This information should be available from your Club administrator or registrar) well
in advance of the carnival date. The Team Manager’s Declaration is a very important document which needs to be
taken seriously and not signed until all details are checked. eg. All Officials must join the Board of Surf Sports
annually, if officials do not do so this has a big impact on communications with officials as we do not have them
registered. Check that all Blue Cards are current for members over 18 doing Water Safety, Officiating, IRB
personnel etc.

Officials will no longer have a preferred job or area. The Carnival Referee will appoint officials to allocated
positions based on experience and will also take into account that all officials need to experience different areas
of the carnival.

Many other sources of reference and links are included in the pack. Please use these for they have valuable
information, which will help in your preparation for carnivals.

APPLICATION FOR A SUITABILITY CARD

The Suitability Card otherwise known as Blue Card is an essential item for all adults working or

volunteering help with children and young people. The application form is attached.

The Sunshine Coast Branch Board of Surf Sports will not accept application to the Board of Surf

Sports without a suitability card and furthermore any person involved in a carnival where there

are competitors aged under 18 must have a suitability card.

It is very important that you read the form thoroughly and ensure that you fill the form out
carefully and completely. The application will not be processed if it is not completed

properly.

The form is available from your Club and should be completed and handed back to the Club

Administrator for processing where the date lodged needs to be entered onto Surfmate. This
applies also for the process of renewals (date lodged on Surfmate).

DO NOT SEND THE FORM DIRECTLY TO THE WORKING WITH CHILDREN COMMISSION.

The Club then sends the form to SLSQ for processing. The links below will take the SLSQ
website forms section to access applications, renewals or verification forms for the working
with children suitability card.

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2009-2010 CLUB PHOTOGRAPHER PASSES

Why does SLSQ has Club Photographer passes?

Surf Life Saving Queensland introduced Club Photographer passes for numerous reasons including, to ensure the protection of our
members as well as to regulate SLSQ trade-marking. In seasons gone by Clubs and members have questioned why these passes are
enforced — SLSQ has a duty of care to its members to ensure all necessary steps are taken to protect our members and the Surf Life
Saving Branch, and one such step is regulating who is taking photos of our members. It is also necessary to regulate the number of
people in the competition area to ensure the carnivals can run efficiently.

Applications are now invited from Clubs for Club Photographer accreditations. Clubs are asked to nominate photographers for your
clubs four (4) passes (2 senior & 2 junior). Photographers will be granted limited access to: Junior Club Carnivals, Junior Branch
Carnivals, Senior Club Carnivals, Senior Branch Carnivals, Premiership Series Carnivals

The pass will NOT include access to:
e 2010 Queensland Championships
e 2010 Queensland Junior Championships
e 2009/10 Ocean Assault
e  SLSA conducted events (including the National Ironman Series, Coolangatta Gold and
The Australian Championships)

CLUB PHOTOGRAPHER’S - CONDITIONS OF THE PASS:
1. Members applying for this pass MUST have completed a current “Working with Children Check” — SUITABILITY CARD
stating that they are suitable for child related employment.

2. Members applying for a Club Photographer’s Pass must supply SLSQ with a passport size photo for inclusion on the pass.

3. Due to trademark licensing of Surf Life Saving imagery, photographer accreditation will only be granted on the express
condition that any photograph taken of competitors during or in connection with any Queensland Surf Sports event may
only be used for Club activities. Any commercial reproduction of photographs (including on selling of images or providing
to external organisations) must receive prior written approval by Surf Life Saving Queensland. Photographs taken may
only be used for Club promotions and use including web sites, reports and publications.

4. Club photographers also acknowledge that they will be guided by Officials and may only receive limited access to the
competition area. Carnival Referees will provide details of beach access at each carnival to Team Managers at the Team
Manager briefings. Club photographers are asked to liaise with their Club Team Manager at each carnival to ensure they
are aware of all information given by the Referee.

5. This accreditation does not apply to the Queensland Surf Life Saving Championships and the Queensland Junior Surf Life
Saving Championships. Club Photographers will not be permitted in the competition area.
NO PASSES WILL BE ISSUED FOR THE QLD CHAMPS AND QLD JUNIOR CHAMPS.

6. This accreditation does not apply for national events including the Australian Championships or the Kellogg’s Ironman
Series.

7. This pass is not to be used by any other person/s who name does not appear on the pass.

8. The pass must be worn and made visable at all carnivals. If you do not have your pass at the carnival you will not be
permitted to photograph at the carnival.

9. Only four (4) passes per Club will be issued. Clubs are advised that changing the passes during the season will not be
permitted. In extenuating circumstances, SLSQ will need to receive in writing the extenuating circumstances on Club
letterhead, return of the orginal pass and endorsement from a Club offiical for the new photographer. Once SLSQ receives
all these documents it will be considered, with a decision to be communicated to the Club (Note: Clubs are advised to
ensure the Club Photographer selected is able to meet all the Clubs needs as SLSQ will not be reissuing passes should a
Club change their mind and want a new photographer).

Club Photographers MUST read the above conditions and agree to all conditions when applying for the pass. Club Photographer
passes take 2-3 weeks to process and will be sent directly to the Club.

Each competing member is to fulfill patrol hour obligations for the Club they wish to compete
for. A minimum amount of patrol hours are to be performed before a member can compete at
any championship event. This policy clarifies the amount of hours and is found in Section LO0O06
of the Patrol Operations Manual or through the following link:

GUIDELINES FOR WATER SAFETY OFFICERS
AT JUNIOR CARNIVALS

O When you arrive at the carnival you will need to sign on in the Water Safety Sign-On Book.

O You will then report to the Water Safety Coordinator who will assign you to a designated area. Each of the
areas will have its own Deputy Water Safety Coordinator.

O The job of a Water Safety Officer is to assist in ensuring the safety of the competitors whilst in the water.

O Surf Race: During a Surf Race the Water Safety Officers will swim out with the competitors to assist the
competitors if needed.

O Board Race: Water Safety Officers remain on the beach during a board race, the IRB Water Safety personnel
will pick up competitors unless they are in close to the beach. You may be required to pick up stray boards to
keep the area safe.

KEY POINTS FOR OFFICIALS
O Sign on in Official’s sign-on book at all carnivals attended.
O Check area you are assigned to.
O Stayin area allocated at all times other than when requested by carnival referee.
o

When Clubs nominate officials to do half-day shifts the afternoon personnel are to firstly sign on, then report
to the Carnival Referee to let them know you have arrived. You will then take up the position of the person
who is leaving.

O Have your log book filled out and signed before going home. Each of the following are approved signatories at
the carnival: Carnival Referee, Sectional Referee, Chief Judge or Officials Liaison Officer.

O Requests to change areas at any time must be authorised by the Carnival Referee.
O The only officials who may disqualify competitors are Sectional Referees and Carnival Referee.

Please remember these key points to maintain our usual high standards.

CLUB OFFICIALS LIAISON OFFICER’S
JOB DESCRIPTION

This job description is designed so as to have all clubs present a common approach.

O The appointed person shall possess knowledge to occupy the position and of course be keen to do a good job.

O They will be required to select and nominate only those members who have a genuine desire for Official’s
courses conducted by the Branch.

O All training is to be done by Branch not Club Officials Liaison Officer. Where necessary seek help from the
Branch Officials Liaison Officer.

O It will be wise to liaise with Club officials who are nominating competitors for carnivals to ensure officials,
water safety, and IRB personnel are the people who are actually going to attend that particular carnival, don’t
just write a list of names without checking first.

O Regularly check your list of officials to ensure that they are registered with the Club for the season, registered
with the Branch Board of Surf Sports for the season, have a current suitability card and where applicable
accreditation is updated/renewed, and that log books are progressively filled out and signed.

If all Club Officials Liaison Officers stick to this initial basic job description it will in no small way contribute to the
improvement in carnival officialdom. Also it will help Sunshine Coast Branch to maintain accurate records etc.
Your co-operation will be greatly appreciated.
