1. COMPETITION CONDITIONS

All appointed officials (including March Past) and club team managers are directed to obtain a copy of the current Competition Manuals
and Bulletins and make themselves familiar with the current detailed procedures.

2. APPOINTMENT OF OFFICIALS

All Carnival Officials will be appointed to their respective sections and duties. All officials are requested to bring water bottles with
them to the Carnivals.

3. DRESS OF OFFICIALS

Officials are reminded who the sponsors are, and official’s shirts that are considered to be in bad taste with the sponsors will not be
permitted.

4. NAME BARS - OFFICIALS

All officials must be registered with their Club for the season and must be a current member of the Sunshine Coast Branch Board of Surf
Sports. All officials are reminded to bring their own accredited officials’ name badge and Suitability Card, as no name tags will be
issued. All officials are required to sign on each day in the book, which will be at the Administration Van or Centre or with the Officials
Liaison Officer.

5. SECTIONAL OFFICIALS BIBS

Sectional Referees will have the distinctive coloured bibs supplied to them at the sectional referees meeting. Chief Judges and
Competition Liaison Officials will also have a distinctive coloured bib.

6. REPORTING TIMES

All Officials will be required to meet with their respective Sectional Referees (in their respective arena) one (1) hour prior to the start of
their relevant section: i.e. usually 7.00am.

7. CLUB TENTS

Club tents are not to be erected on the sand dunes - by direction of the Carnival Referee. There will also be other signed areas
where tents are not permitted. No tents or people are permitted behind the dune fencing.

NOTE
(i) All Team Managers must be identified with "TEAM MANAGER" ID wrist bands whilst in the competition arena. Team Managers
are requested to enter the competition area only when necessary to report in marshalling areas or to approach the Referee.

(ii) All Team Managers should peruse the program carefully and ensure that club competitors report to the marshalling areas at the
appropriate times.

(iii) Events will be conducted as per program unless otherwise announced by the Referee.
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8. DISCIPLINE

Team Managers nominated by the club are responsible for the behaviour of their club members whilst on the Sunshine Coast, and
during travel to and from the Carnivals and should make themselves aware of the Association Code of Conduct/Member Protection
Policy Guidelines.

The Carnival Committee has gone to considerable effort to ensure the success of the 2009/2010 Carnivals. It is therefore the
responsibility of all managers to ensure the behaviour of club members reflects the true image of Surf Life Saving on and off the
beach.

A Disciplinary Committee has been appointed by Branch to deal with any misbehaviour should the occasion arise. Bad behaviour
by Club members within the competition area will also be dealt with by the Disciplinary Committee (current edition of the Surf
Sports Manual Sections (2.25, 2.26, 2.27, 2.28)

9. SCRUTINEERING

Random scrutineering will take place throughout the Carnival. All craft must comply to current specifications (as pertbatcsurf
Sports Manual/SLSA Bulletins).

All surf boats must meet SLSA Surf Boat Specifications.

ANYEQUIPMENT FOUND NOT TO COMPLY MAY RESULT IN THE TEAM/COMPETITOR BEING DISQUALIFIED.

10. PROTESTS

Will only be accepted from Team Managers on the approved "Protest Form" and lodged in accordance with the current edition of
the Surf Sports Manual. There is a $110 fee to be paid on each appeal that is lodged by a club. If the club is successful with the
hearing then the $110 fee will be returned to the club. The fee must be paid when lodging the protest. Protest forms will be

available from Administration Centre throughout the Carnival.

11. PROGRAM/TIMETABLE

Every effort will be made to conduct the events as listed in the program - any changes to the carnival program are at the
discretion of the Carnival Referee. Please pay particular attention to any P.A. announcements prior to or during the Carnival.
The PA system will not be used to call competitors to marshalling areas.

12, LATE NOMINATIONS

Late nomination slips are to be filled out by the Team Manager and dropped off at the Administration Van prior to
commencement of the carnival. NO late nominations will be accepted after the start of first event. All Clubs will be invoiced
after the carnival. Please ensure that the details are completed legibly and competitors FULL Christian and Surname and all
other relevant details appear on the slip.

13. NON-COMPETITIVE ENTRIES

Non-competitive entries are available for team events only. Clubs may combine with another club in a similar situation who
cannot field the required amount of team members for any team event. A non-competitive entrant MUST BE already nominated
in the carnival.

Age/Team Managers are responsible for ensuring that non-competitive team members in any team event fulfil all the criteria
required of other competitors such as: be already nominated in the carnival, be the correct age group, hold the appropriate

award for the event.

Non-competitive teams will not be awarded any official placing or points.

14. DRAWS

A Competitor List (Draw Order) will be published during the week and sent around to all clubs via email. This will allow Team Managers to
prepare working sheets for the carnival with the Marshalling numbers. If you have any late entries or additional entries please email these

to Branch by the Monday preceding the carnival and they will be included in the Marshalling sheets. Entries after that date will require late
entry/additional entry slips.
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15. DRUG USE

Surf Life Saving Australia Ltd supports the Australian Government, the Australian Sports Commission, the Australian Olympic
Federation, and the Australian Sports Drug Agency in their efforts to eradicate the use of drugs in sport. The Association has
published a list of prohibited drugs, and provides for severe penalties in the event of drug use. Team Managers should ensure
their competitors are aware of the responsibilities.

Any event conducted by the Association is subject to random drug testing, without further notice. The very strict procedures laid
down for the testing of drugs will be observed, and competitors refusing to submit to a drug test will be subject to prescribed

penalties.

16. DRESS OF COMPETITORS

Competitors must be dressed as per the conditions outlined in the Surf Sports Manual or SLSA Bulletins. All presentations are to
be made in club uniform or club togs and cap.

Please note: Competitors/Teams who reach Semi-finals and/or Finals may be required to wear singlets displaying major sponsors
logos. The same applies in the form of stickers to be displayed on craft. Competitors will be asked to remove stickers/body
tattoo’s that are in conflict with event sponsors and

17. ADMINISTRATION

The Administration Van or Centre will be located in or near the front of the SLSC club.
Hours of opening will be: One hour prior to commencement of carnival —to conclusion of carnival.

18. IRB ROSTER
The qualified personnel are required to meet with the IRB Co-ordinator as per the rostered time.
As all clubs would be aware IRB safety is a vital activity in any carnival and without IRB safety carnivals do not happen.
Duty Boat personnel on the am shift are to meet with the IRB Coordinator at 6.30 am on the day of the Carnival unless otherwise

stated.

19. FOOD/DRINKS/CATERING ETC

Food and drinks will be available daily from the refreshment stand/s at the Carnival.

20. GENERAL

With the usual co-operation and assistance by all officials, competitors and team managers, these Carnivals can be conducted so
that competitors are given the opportunity to compete fairly and to the best of their ability.
